During the industry day representatives of leading vendors/operators of Maritime Analysis Tools will have the
opportunity to exchange of information with the audience for the purpose of:

e exploring and better understanding the potential use cases for such tools in border control;
e identifying potential issues/questions/concerns as regards the use of such tools.
