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PREAMBLE

According to Council Decision (CFSP) 2015/778, as
further amended, for the purpose of the training task,
as specified in Article 28 of the same Decision, a
monitoring  and  sdvising mecchanism  shall  be
established in close coordination with other relevant
stakcholders.

Acting under Article 14, paragraph 4 of the
Mermorandum of Understanding signed on 23 August
2016 by EUNAVFOR MED Opemtion SOPHIA
(hersafter  ENFM) and the Libyan Navy and
Coastguard (hereafter LN/LNCG), the Parties agree on
the additional provisions indicated hercafier with the
aim of starting the monitoring and advising activitics
regarding the training task.

As the ENFM capability-building programme aims at
improving LN/LNCG®s capabilitics, the overall
objective is to monitor the effects of those capabilities
as opposed fo individual officers.

ARTICLE 1
SCOPE

I. The scope of this Annex is to define a monitoring
and advising mechanism, aimed at:

a.  supporting the LN/LNCG to take ownership
of further securing and safeguarding their
{erritorial waters;

b. c¢nhancing the protection of, and respect for,
human rights in the post-iraining phase;

c. supporting thc assessment of treining and
capability-building;

d, sustaining the overall objective of the
capabilily-building provided by ENFM to

improve  the LN/LNCG’s  capacity  in
muritimo  faw  cnforcement  and  SAR
opcrations;

¢. allowing ENFM to provide a more tailored
suppart to the LN/LNCG.
