Lehrinhalte | Global Ethics examines moral questions that are global in nature. A moral
question is global in nature when it demands moral reflection on a global
scale. A moral question demands moral reflection on a global scale when it
is raised by a moral issue which concerns humanity. The moral issues that
concern humanity and that will be discussed in this course include amongst
others climate change, world poverty, war, global justice for women,
migration, human rights, and the distribution of a vaccine against Covid-
19.

Seminal texts on Global Ethics will be discussed in class. In addition,
students are expected to conduct individual work on projects related to
these themes throughout the semester.
